


2010 Student Scholarship Awards

Eligibility

All scholarships are offered to students who are pursuing an undergraduate degree in
the feld of Interior Design, Interior Architecture, or Environmental Design at a college
or University in Southern California. The scholarships provide fnancial assistance to
students who have a record of accomplishment in their selected feld of study and
who show potential to advance the interior design profession.

Students must have a 3.0 GPA or higher in their design curriculum (verifed with
accompanying transcripts).

Students must be IIDA members or have recently submitted a membership
application (on-line applications available at www.iida.org).

Judging

Each student can enter up to two of four possible categories.

For each category entered, students will present their work to a team of
judges in an interview style format.

Students will present work already completed during one of their courses
in interior design, interior architecture or environmental design.

Judges will also review the student’s written application as part of the
decision process.

Awards*

Four cash scholarships will be awarded. Each frst place award is $5,000.00.
Additional scholarships, or honorable mentions, may be awarded at judges’ discretion.

Student winners will receive awards on stage at the 1IDA Calibre Awards
on May 14, 2010.

Student winners will be featured in the Calibre Awards event program.

Student winners will be featured in the students section of the IIDA Southern
California Chapter website following the event.

2010 Student Scholarship Awards

Submission Requirements for Written Application

- Completed two-page Scholarship Application Form, plus the required essays
on separate sheets

- Proof of IDA membership (or copy of membership application)

- Copy of unsealed school transcripts (unsealed transcripts are easily & quickly
obtained from the school admissions offce or online).

- Letter(s) of recommendation or Student Recommendation Form (to be completed
by interior design professional or educator).

- Applications to be submitted electronically, no hardcopy submissions.
- You may send your package as .pdf or .jpg fles via electronic mail. Complete
applications must be received by 5:00pm on February 5th at the IIDA Student

- In the subject line of your email, please include YOUR NAME, along with the
words “Completed Application.”

- Your application will be reviewed and an email reply will be sent during the following
week to confrm receipt and completeness.

Verbal Presentation

- All students who submit a complete written application and meet the eligibility
requirements will be contacted via email for further instructions about the verbal
presentation.

- The verbal presentation will consist of one interview per category entered, conducted
by a jury of Scholarship Review board members on Saturday, March 6, 2010,
between 9:00am and 4:00pm, at a location to be determined.

= In the interview, students will present their original work, limited to a total of (10) ten
pieces, consisting of presentation boards, booklets, electronic media or a combination
thereof.

- Presentation materials can include fnish material boards, project work in booklet
form, renderings, plans, other drawings, photos of models and computer-generated
3-D images. It is suggested that you show your best work, relevant to the scholarship
category you have applied for, as time is limited. Models are not required, however if
you decide to present models, they must be presented as photographs.

- Two easels will be provided for display of boards, and a table is available on which
you may set your laptop for battery powered electronic presentations. No computer,
projector, projection screen or electrical connections will be provided or available.
